     It only makes sense, then, that one of        
humanity’s most significant connections to God 
comes through music. Throughout history and 
all over the world, worship has included music. 
From organ and orchestra to guitar and tambou-
rine, shape-note hymn books to on-screen       
lyrics, from the Israelites singing to God after 
crossing the Red Sea to Campbell UMC singing 
together this Sunday morning, connecting to 
God through music is key (ha!) to religious       
expression. 

     To sing together is a rare thing. Where else 
in your week do you gather with friends and sing 
together? Sometimes you sing along at a       
concert, or maybe in the car along with the       
radio. You might sing your prayer at mealtimes 
with your family, like I do each night with mine. 
Or maybe you occasionally get together around 
the piano or grab a couple guitars and sing with 
a small group of family or friends. 

     But there is no other time when such a large 
group of people comes together all in the same 
place and sings, except for worship.

     This week in worship, it’s all about the music. 
An anonymous poet wrote, “For heights and 
depths no words can reach, music is the soul’s 
own speech.” This week, let’s allow our souls to 
speak to God in music.
